Park[ing] Day L.A 2008

On September 19, 2008, Park[ing]
Day L.A. took the cause of environmental
injustice to the streets of Los Angeles, by
highlighting the lack of, and need for, open,
green spacein the City of L.A. Inits sec-
ond year, Park[ing] Day L.A once again
spoke out against the inadequacy of open
space for residents of Los Angeles, and
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raised awareness regarding the
urgency of finding a solution to this serious
environmental and social issue. Thisyear,
Alfredo Hernandez, Community Organizer
for LANLT, organized a park in an area of
East Hollywood known as Hel-Mél (at the
intersection of Heliotrope and Melrose).
Alfredo was successful in attracting visi-
tors to the park, with free food donated by
the East Hollywood Neighborhood Council
and a swimming pool offering a cool place
to sit. Many visitorsto the park were un-
aware of the disparitiesthat exist in access
to green space, so the intent of the day was
carried out very successfully.

ahbe' landscape architects, the
firm that is designing a park at Sunset and
Gordon for developer Gerding Edlen, also
participated in this year's Park[ing] Day
L.A. They engaged the visitorsto their
park by asking people to express on a post
card addressed to LANLT what a park
means to them. ahbe’ then in turn donated
$1.00 per card to LANLT and saw that
their donation was matched by Walter
Marks.

Through ahbe's participation in
Park[ing] Day, we were able to gain valu-
ableinsight into how the residents of Los

Angeles view and value parks. This reaf-
firms the message of LANLT that parks
are necessary for the well-being of
neighborhoods. Below are afew of the
more memorabl e things people had to say
about the importance of parks:
